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New Beginning 
Acts 10:34-38 

 
Something happened at the baptism of Jesus. John had 
been using baptism as a way of ushering people into a new 
way of life. They turned down a new path on lifeôs journey, 
and placed themselves completely at the service of God. 
 
When Jesus accepted baptism by John, his public ministry 
began. He worked wonders. He preached about the reign 
of God. He acquired disciples. He foretold his death and 
resurrection. He prayed. He lived for God alone. When the 
evangelists searched out how this ministry began, they all 
turned back to the same moment: the baptism by John. 
 
In Acts of the Apostles, Peter went to the house of Cor-
nelius the Gentile, because Cornelius wanted to know more 
about Jesus. Peter began teaching by summarizing the life 
of Jesus. He did it the same way the evangelists did: God 
proclaimed peace, ñbeginning in Galilee after the baptism 
that John preached,ò where ñGod anointed Jesus of Naza-
reth with the Holy Spirit and power.ò 
 
Many of us can point to a moment when something hap-
pened in our lives, too. Perhaps there was one day when 
we started looking at the world a lot differently. We saw 
more clearly who we were and what God wanted us to be. 
We pledged to be faithful to the God who loves us, and ev-
er since, we have striven to live out our commitment. No 
one did it as perfectly as Jesus, but we are all called by 
God for some purpose.
